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ABSTRACT

The horrible issue of mismanaging information concerning accident cases
and stolen vehicles in Nigeria is alarming, and the need to provide an
efficient and effective solution is therefore inevitable. This project titled
“Automation of Information System on Road Traffic Accident and Stolen
Vehicle” is therefore aimed at designing a program that will provide timely
and accurate information on road accidents and stolen vehicles, such as date
of accident, number of injured persons, number of deaths recorded per
ccident, name of the owner of vehicle stolen, model of the vehicle, chassis

umber, Engine number and so on.
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CHAPTER ONE

1.0 GENERAL INTRODUCTION

1.1 Introduction

In Nigeria, Road Traffic injuries are a major public health challenge that
requires concerted efforts for effective and sustained prevention. As
estimated 1.2 millions people are killed on road crashes every year and as

many as 50 millions suffer injuries.

Imost everyday we hear cases of people dieing, injured in Road Traffic
ccident and Stolen Vehicles as well in Federal Capital Territory, Abuja due
carélessness, over speeding and so on. Once there’s a case | on Road
raffic Accident or Stolen Vehicle, some good Samaritan informed Federal
oad Safety immediately.

The information gotten by Federal Road Safety Commission on accident
victims and stolen vehicles are documented manually for references and this
causes a drawback in producing timely and accurate information, knowing

automated system is designed to solve it.

Though not their major role, vehicle thefts are not left out in this context as

sometimes the Federal Road Safety Commission (FRSC), handles the

tracing of stolen vehicles.

To encourage good driving habits and help reduce and limit the
impact of Road Traffic Accidents.

Making the highways safe for motorists and other Road Users.

To enhance and improve file updating.

Recommending works and devices designed to eliminate or
minimize accident on the highways and advising the Federal and
State governments including the Federal Capital Territory
administration and relevant Governmental Agencies on the
locations where such works and devices are required.

Educating motorist and members of the public on the importance

of discipline on the highway.




e Easy tracking and recognition of stolen vehicles, thereby helping
the Police and other law enforcements agencies in quick recovery

of such.

e To that a strategic computerized project is feasible.

1.4 Significance of the Study

The Road Traffic Accident in Nigeria is becoming unbearable and the need
to improve a means of keeping track of such accident is therefore inevitable.
Thus, the significance of this project work is therefore encapsulated into the
following:

i. The Motorist and Pedestrians: If the software developed in this
work is implemented, it will go a long way in providing timely
information on accident cases.

ii. Government: The software that will be designed will help the
government in keeping the statistics and observing the trend in
road accidents to provide a means of reducing the accident to the
barest minimum and it also provide the government with
information on number of vehicle stolen yearly.

iii. Economy and society: Since the government tends to improve on

roads where accidents are common based on the information



system, it will go a long way reducing Road Traffic Accident in

our Society.

1.5 Scope of the Study

This study is limited to Federal Capital Territory (FCT) of Federal Road
Safety Commission, Abuja. In the course of analysis/investigations, the
constraints encountered were centered on time, information and financial

constraints.

1.6 Statement of the Problem
In Federal Road Safety Commission in Nigeria, especially in Federal Capital
Territory, Abuja, the keeping of records or information on Road Traffic
Accident has proved difficult and tedious. The problems can be summarized
as follows:
e Time duration wasted on data processing and verifications.
. Excessive use of paper work resulting in uncertainty about
accuracy of information recorded on papers/registers.
e Poor data security as it leads to improper records keeping system
with difficulties encountered when making enquires -of registered

items and possibility of information loss.



1.7  Brief History of Federal Road Safety (FRSC)
The Federal Road Safety Commission (FRCS) was established in 1988
vide FRSC ACT Cap 141 Laws of the Federation of Nigeria LFN, 1990
as amended and today, FRSC (Establishment) Act, 2007 is the lead
agency with statutory responsibility of over seeing Road Traffic

Administration and Safety Management matters in Nigeria.

Earlier in this century, Nigeria and indeed African did not experience the
enormous losses in material and human resources as a result of Road
Traffic related accidents, apparent due to low socio-economic interaction
which was highly restricted to local pathways on animals (horses and
camels) and through rivers in canoes. However due to the advent of
industrialization and subsequent urbanization in African, the number of
vehicle and motorable road increases, thus improving the relationship
between vehicle traffic and socio-economic activities. Nevertheless, this
development had its own setbacks in terms of high fatality rate resulting
from traffic accident related tragedies. And so, finding itself on the cross
road of having to cope with its fast decimating manpower resource and a
large percentage of disable youth; and with the staggering cost of medical

care for the injured, couple with the attendant social and psychological



trauma. Africa began to accord road safety matter must deserved

attention.

The traffic situation before the establishment of the Federal Road Safety
Commission in Nigeria could best be described as chaotic, unpredictable
and indeed dangerous as it was characterized by unprecedented wave of
Road Traffic Accidents with attendant colossal human and material
losses. Within this era, public awareness and interest in Road Safety was
minimal. There was uncoordinated and haphazard licensing of drivers
and vehicles as well as absence of good driving culture. Deliberate
policies and concerted effort of enforcing regulations was lacking.
Quantitatively, Road Traffic Accidents fatality index as at 1987 was 302

at 16 deaths per 1,000 vehicles.

As ”stated earlier, prior to the establishment of the Federal Road Safety
Commission in 1988, there was no concrete and sustained policy action
to address the Road Safety question. Earlier attempts in this direction
were limited to discrete and isolated attempts by some States of the

Federation and individuals.



Notable was the effort of Shell Petroleum Development Company of
Nigeria (SPDC) between 1960-1965; the efforts of the Nigeria Army in
the training of its Officers and men on Road Safety in the early 70’s.
(Thé Nigeria Army started the First Public Road Safety Campaign in

1972 when it initiated an annual Road Safety week.)

The first deliberate policy on road safety was the creation in 1974 of the
National Road Safety Commission (NRSC) by the then Military
Government. The impact of the Commission was however, not sustained.
In 1977, the Military Administration in Oyo State established the Oyo
State Road Safety Corps which made some local significant improvement
in Road Safety and road discipline in the State. This lasted till 1983 when
it was disbanded by the Federal Government.

With the continued dangerous trend of Road Traffic Accidents in Nigeria
which placed it as one of the most Road Traffic Accident (RTA) prone
countries worldwide (only second to Ethiopia),the Nigeria Government
saw.the need to establish the present Federal Road Safety Commission in

1988 to address the Road Safety crisis in Nigeria.

CHAPTER TWO

2.0 LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 Review of Some Related Literature
The Mandate of the Commission, with citations made from

(www.frsc.gov.ng) was accident prevention in all roads across the country.

The work of these numerous research fellows has made a tremendous

contribution to his research project.

Yahaya (1986), wrote a project on “Road Traffic Pattern in Kaduna State”
using regression analysis and variance analysis respectively. He came out
with a conclusion that the number of people killed and the rate of RTA in

Niger State were on the increase.

Hassan (1999), in his Analysis of the Impact of the FRSC on Road Traffic
Accident from 1985-1996 conclude that the FRSC has a positive impact in

reducing Road Traffic Accident in Niger State.

Ogege (2007), wrote on “Database Auto Registration System for Vehicles”

The Registration was for ownership clarifications to avoid a vehicle been

stolen. It went a long way reducing the rate vehicle are being stolen in Niger

State.

Sumaila (1990), presented a paper titled “The Road Traffic Accident
Problem in Nigeria and National Awareness” The paper stated that road
incidents result in the deaths of an estimated 1.2 millions people worldwide
each year, and injured about forty times this number. Addressing the
contributing factors that can reduce the Road Traffic Accident, he concluded
that many jurisdictions require the collection and reporting of Road Traffic
Accident statistics, such data enables figures for deaths, personal injuries
and possibly property damage to be produced and correlated against a range
of circumstances. Analysis of this data may allow incident clusters and

incident causes to be identified.

Geoffrey (1969), published a book on “Cars and Drivers Accident
Prevention Instead of Blame”. His suggestion was based on follow-up

programmed on dangerous drivers, the quality of testing and so on.

Smeed (1990), in his research work observed that drivers balances risks as

they drive, lending road authorities to attempt to reduce the consequences of

seek people’s opinion on registration process, limitations and also
individual recommendations.

e Interviews: This is obtaining information by personal contacts. It is a
face- to-face means of conversing with important staffs in the system.
This is usually done orally.

¢ Investigation/record inspection: This is the checking/examine of
vital records used in the system, which would help boost the problem

solving procedure.

Hence, the method that was employed in the course of this project was oral
interviews with staffs and some vehicle owners and information search

through the internet.

3.2 Review of Existing System

The FRSC system is essentially manual, whereby the rescue department
prepares the report, after which it is give to the secretary to command to
type. The records are inputted into the system by the secretary and updated
every month. Whenever any information is needed by the command, the

secretary prints it out. This process of preparing the scheme and document

has be properly done and carefully inputted into the computer in order to

avoid mistake.

3.3 Problem of the Existing System

The major drawbacks experienced from the existing operation employed

by fhe commission, are in the area of record operations of the system, and

below are some of the observed:

e No centralized database for future research.

e Lack of data integrity leading to data redundancy.

e Data insecurity: when files are not properly archived and restrictions
placed or the records could be tampered with e.g. theft or malicious
handling of files by non-personal.

e Human errors are made in the preparation of report either due to
carelessness, tiredness, or stress; as they are too many files to work.

e A great deal of time is taken in preparing.
3.4 System Specification

This is an in-depth set of documents that provides details of all features

of the system such that the input, output and files are specified.

3.5 System Input Specification:

Generally, information system is made up of the following subjects and
activities. In this case, entities (subject and activities) required in order to
make up records in database. This includes vehicle owner, engine
number, chassis number, location, date, time, names of persons in vehicle
and so on. They are typed into the space provided on the system and save
in the database memory.

3.11 Files

Da’pabase file is a method for storing data Database file is the suits
desktop application such as Microsoft Access. Query that is written in a
special language usually a dialect of Structured Query Language (SQL) is
used by user to request data from a relational database.

SQL is a simple language that provides instruction for building and
modifying that structure of database and also for modifying the data
stored in the tables. SQL report writer creates rooms for users to
interactively interrogate the database, analyses it, and update the data
according to the user’s privileges on the data. SQL is data definition
language (DDL) and data manipulation language (DML).

DDL allow definition of tables, creates, while DML allows the end user
to retrieve information from table and also controls the security of the
database.

e The staff of FCT Sector Command FRSC, Abuja should be given
comprehensive training on the application and utilization of computer
to make their work easier and standardized.

e The organization should make efforts to be made concerning various
Road Traffic Accident and Stolen Vehicle tasks.

e The current system of record keeping and information processing of
the FRSC should be changed.

e The information/record system should be computerized to meet
universal standards of Road Traffic Accident and Stolen Vehicle

information.

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CHAPTER FOUR

4.0 IMPLEMENTATION

4.1 System Implementation

System implementation consists of converting the hardware, software and
files to the new system and training the users.

The training is necessary so that the staff will have a proper understanding of
their responsibility in making the system work. Some training can begin
early to increase the involvement of users in the new system to lessen the
shock of adjustment. Subsequent training can be scheduled to ensure that the
technical personnel who will develop, operate and maintain the system, and
the system user clearly understand the operating procedures. Training is
done with variety of tools. They run from documentation (instructional
manuals) to videotapes of live classes to one on one, side by side, teacher-
student training sometimes is done by the organizations own staffers at other

times it is contracted out.

4.2. Hardware Requirement
Once the software has been chosen, the hardware to run, it must be

acquired or upgraded. It is possible that the new system will not require
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obtaining any new hardware, its also possible that the new hardware will
cost millions of Naira and involve many items: micro computers,
mainframes, monitors, modems and many other devices. Some
organizations may find it better to lease rather than buy some equipment.
In the case of the Automated Project Management system, the hardware
requirement of the computer system to be used should be Pentium!!! and
above. The Ram size should be 64MB and above, C: drive Hard disk, D:
drive CD ROM 50-56 speed, A:3.5 inch floppy disk, Windows 98 or
higher version, keyboard as input device, VDU (Visual Display Unit) and

printer as output device.

4.3. Software Requirement
MySQL, PHP and HTML were used for the design of the Automated
Project Management System. The applications generally consist of

several parts: an environment, the language, the interface, and etc.

MySQL (Structure Query Language) is a language that provides

instruction for building and modifying that structure of database and also

for modifying the data stored in the tables.
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PHP is a scripting language originally designed for producing dynamic
web pages. It has evolved to include a command line interface capability
and can be used in standalone graphical application. It is also a Server-

side HTML embedded scripting language

HTML (Hypertext mark-up Language), a simply instruction that informs

the web browser as to how the information should be displayed.

4.4. System Testing

With the hardware and software requirements met, the new system can be
testéd. Testing is usually done in two stages, and these are the unit testing
and the system testing.

Unit Testing: In system testing, the part are linked together and tested
data is used to see if the parts work together. At this point, actual
organization data may be used to test the system. The system is also
tested with erroneous and massive amount of data to see if the system can

be made to hang up (crash).
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4.5. Changeover Program

File conversion is a valid activity that is sometimes underestimated. File

conversion simply put is the process of converting the old file data (the

paper file) into the form required by the new system.

It is often referred to as part of changeover, in fact, file conversion is

often a complete and separate system task in itself involving file- finding,

analyses, the design of clerical methods and computer process among

others. The changeover from old to new system may take place when:

e The system has been proven to the satisfaction of the system analyst
and the other implementation activities have been completed

e The users and Head of Department are satisfied with the result of the
system test, staff training and reference manual.

e The target date for the changeover is due.

The system changeover may be achieved in a number of ways. The most
common methods are:

Direct

Parallel

Pilot

Phased
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Direct Approach: This means the user simply stops using the old system
and- starts using the new one. The risk of this method is: if the new
system doesn’t work, if the old system has been discontinued, there will
be nothing to fall back on.

Parallel Approach: This means that the old and new systems are
operated side by side until the new system has shown it is reliable at that
time the old system is discontinued. The benefit of this approach is that if
the new system fails, then the organization can switch back to the old
one.

Pilot Approach: This means that only some users try out the entire
system. Once the reliability has been proved, the tried system is
implemented with the rest of the intended users. This also has its risk,
since all the users of a particular group are taken off the old system.
However this risk is confined to only a small part of the organization.
Phase Approach: This means that part of the new system are phased in
sepérated either at different times (parallel) or all at once in groups

(direct)

In the case of using the APMS it is recommended that the direct approach
is used, this is because there is actually no existing system at present, it is

completely manual way of managing the various project submitted.

4.6. System Maintenance

System maintenance adjusts and improves the system by having system
audit, user feedback and periodic evaluations and by making changes
based on new conditions. Even with the conversion accomplished and the
users trained, the system won’t run itself. There is a six-and never-ending
phase in which the system must be monitored to ensure that it is
successful. Maintenance includes not only keeping the machinery
running but also updating and upgrading the system to keep pace with
neV\; products, services, customers, government regulations and other
requirements.
