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ABSTRACT

2.2 OVERVIEW OF THE INTERNET 

Internet interconnects more than 25 million computers in over 180 

countries . It is formed by conrlecting networks through computers known as 

gateways via telephone lines, optical fibers and radio links. Information to be 

delivered is tagged with electronic address of its destination computer, leaves 

its home network through a gateway, and passes from gateway to gateway 

until reactling its goals . Internets have no single computer directing the flow of 

information.

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2.9 HYPERTEXT IVIJ\Rt{UP LANGUAGE (HTML) 

HTML provides the foundation for a web page designing language that 

every computer can understand. In an attempt to make familiar web pages, 

new standards for HTML appear regularly along with the variations of HTML 

with odd acronyms, sLlch as DHTML (Dynamic Hypertext Markup language). 

Although the new version of the HTML standard offers more features, not all 

computers and browsers support all HTML versions. But as long as you stick 

to standard HTML codes, any computer can view your web pages. 

HTML code defines the way that text and graphics appear in a browser. 

A web page actually consists of HTML code stored in an ASCII file, usually 

with the ·HTM or +ITML file extension.

Therefore , it is 

necessary to budget tur this development ahead of time if you are considering 

this option. 
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3.1.2 Leasing 

This means renting a space at an E-commerce Access provider. These 

solutions are frequently inexpensive and include many common features. 

They are fast because the w.hole advert is administered through the web. You 

don't need to install any software; you just pick a look configure some settings 

and pour in your product information. Then you are ready to go on the web. 

The disadvantage is that these services may not support the features or 

look and feel that you want: They can shield you from having to deal with the 

complexities of installation and configuring, but that is because they only offer 

a couple of ways to do these things that is great if there is a good match 

between what they provide and what you need, otherwise, you will end up 

frustrated and searching for a new solution before long. 

3.1.3 Building 

This refers to building the website from scratch to your specification. 

This approach will give you the exact solution you need but will require 

expertise, time and a sizeable budget to put it on. The advantage is that you 

can build the features and functions you need to be unique and competitive in . 
the market speCial services, you will need to take this approach.

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3.2 ANALYSIS OF PROPOSED SYSTEM 

The proposed system is selected from the existing options stated 

above, that is "building the website or web pages" . 

To create a web page, you use the HTML codes and store them in 

ASCII file which any computer can read . You can write HTML codes in any 

text editor such as the windows note pad or even the QBASIC editor. The 

codes must be saved in ·HTM files extension, so that it can be loaded into 

your browser by choosing "File ~ Open". 

HTML codes can look cryptic when crammed together, so using plenty 

of blank lines and spaces only makes the HTML code halfway readable, 

although tile when a browser interprets the HTML code in to a Web Page, it 

ignores the blank lines or spaces making 1he HTML codes difficult to 

lInderstand. However, thare are' web creation prograrns that can help create 

web pages quicldy and easily . 

Using dediCated web page creation program such as Microsoft 

FrontPage, you can type and draw your web page without using or 

understanding HTML codes. Other programs such as WordPerfect, Microsoft 

Power point, Quattro pro, Visual fax pro, Hot metal pro, and Microsoft access 

can also create web pages out of ordinary data, sparing you the complexities 

of writing and editing HTML codes.

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his location later. That is, products can be sold and bought via the 

Internet. 

V. Viewers statistics:- The Internet can provide you with a facility that will 

enable you to know the accurate numbers of people viewing your advert 

and your responses. This facility is neither available on Television nor 

Newspapers and Radio. 

5.2 RECOMMENDATION 

In as much as Web page design and advertisement on the Internet is not 

as hard and difficult as may be assumed, it is very important to protect your 

websites, from computer hackers" i.e. users who will temper with your source 

code in order to avoid alteration of your web pages. This can be done by 

setting up, your security options to allow only appropriate access to the 

appropriate directories. That means things like making your web papers read­

only, and your feedback forms write only. 

The issue of security on the Internet websites is an entirely different area that 

can be under study.
